Building, Room 2102 (Board Room).

The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Board President Shirley Lohmar. A quorum was
present with the following members in attendance: Board President Shirley Lohmar, Board Treasurer
Mary Stodden, Board Secretary Pam Cilek, Trustee Jean Ehlmann, and Trustee Mike Lissner.

Board President Lohmar led trustees and attendees in the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

On a motion by Ehimann, a second by Lissner, and a unanimous “AYE” vote to carry the motion, the
agenda was approved.

On a motion by Stodden, a second by Cilek, and a unanimous “AYE” vote to carry the motion, minutes
of the September 27, 2021, Board of Trustees meeting were accepted as presented.

TREASURER'S REPORT



Board Treasurer Stodden presented the Treasurer’s Report. Cash in bank $6,773,582; total investments
$55,890,502; tuition and fees received to date $10,558,192; local taxes received to date $163,803;
state appropriations received to date $3,355,992. On a motion by Ehlmann, a second by Lissner, and a
unanimous “AYE” vote to carry the motion, the Treasurer’s Report was accepted.

APPROVAL FOR PAYMENT OF BILLS

On a motion by Cilek, a second by Ehlmann, and a unanimous “AYE” vote to carry the motion, the
Board approved payment of bills from the Operating Fund in the amount of $3,785,401.

FACULTY REPORT

Faculty Association President Bryonie Carter reported on faculty accomplishments:

Dr. Monic Hall-Woods applied and was selected to participate in a worship given by Cold Spring
Harbor Laboratory in New York this summer to learn more about incorporating DNA barcoding
into the classroom as a course-based undergraduate research.

ESL World Languages: Ms. Brooke Kelly made a presentation entitled “Moving Beyond the
Traditional Essa” at the University of Missouri Virtual Focus on Teaching and Technology
Conference in September. Dr. Dawn Huffman made a presentation on “Virtual Study Abroad in
the Age of Covid.

The English Language and Culture Institute will host culture sharing and conversation chats with
Non-native speakers in Fall Semester 2021. Part-time instructor, Dr. Amanda Moehlepah is
organizing a monthly “Language Lounge.”

Dr. Joe Baumann, Assistant Professor of English participated in a Zoom reading sponsored by
ImageOutWrite, an offshoot of the LGBTQ+ organization OutWrite based in New York. Dr.
Baumann’s story “A River in Your Chest” was included it their most recent issue. Dr. Baumann
also had several other stories accepted for publication: “Sing With Me On the Edge of Paradise”
in Subnivean, “Where Can | Take You When There’s Nowhere to Go” in Rappahannock Review,
“Mort” in Vast Chasm Magazine.

The SCC Art Department hosed its first art exhibit for fall semester with the Contemporary
Landscape Invitation. The exhibit was curated by Professor Brian D. Smith with presentations in
a variety of media.

SCC Music Program: Associate Professor Becky Thorn was a judge for the 2021 St. Louis Metro 8
All-District Audition for vocal students at De Smet High School. Ms. Thorn was also invited to
perform as the high soprano voice for a female quartet performing at a celebration in Kansas
City. Part-time Instructor, Sarah McGuirk presented “The Art of Practicing” this month to music
majors during the Master Class in October. Another Master Class was presented to four
sophomore students by part-time instructors Erin Haupt, Aaron Mahnken, Sarah McGuirk, Mary
Sweetin, and Dr. Mihyun Lee.

SCC was a Gold Level Sponsor at the FTTC Conference with 34 full and part-time staff in
attendance.



REPORT OF THE COLLEGE PRESIDENT

Dr. Kavalier provided the following institutional highlights:

e Winners of the President’s Award are staff member Nick Wallace and faculty member Amy Viet.
e Lindy McGuire was selected to join the Leadership Academy for St. Charles Community College.
Lindy is the dean of health sciences and campus operations and spent a week learning more

about shared governance, the legislative process, and new communication methods.

e The college recently held an All-Staff Day, with a focus on HLC and Diversity. The beak out
sessions had different departments meeting to discuss the Five Pillars of Service Excellence,
Students First Initiative, the upcoming Accreditation visit with Higher Learning Commission, and
a session designed to reveal how bias works in group situations.

e The Flu Fighter Clinic held on October 8 in the College Center had an amazing turn out and
received news coverage by KSDK, Fox 2, and KMOV.

e St. Charles Community College hosted a Latin Festival, coordinated Martha Kampen and the
Multicultural Student Engagement Office, with hundreds of students participating.

e Dr. Kavalier, SCC Trustees, and the St. Charles County Executive attended the Association of
Community College Trustees (ACCT) conference earlier this month. Dr. Kavalier, Shirley
Lohamar, Pam Cilek, Rose Mack, and Steve Ehimann presented a session titled “About
Community: Reimagining the Value of Partnerships.” The presentation highlighted the College’s
public and private partnerships including student housing, childcare services, healthcare
partnerships with the College’s Center for Healthy Living and innovations in culinary and
agriculture.

e Dr. Kavalier presented a summary of ACCT sessions attended by trustees.

To elect two (2) members of the Board of Trustees to serve for a term of six (6) years and
one (1) member of the Board of Trustees to serve the two (2) remaining years of a six (6)
year term.

Trustee Ehlmann seconded the motion to adopt the foregoing resolution and said resolution, having
received the affirmative vote of all members of the Board present, the president of the Board declared the
motion carried and the resolution adopted this December 23, 2021.
